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Birubala Rabha :

The Fearless Crusader against Witch-Hunting in Assam

Violence against vulnerable

sections of society has persisted for

centuries, disproportionately affecting

groups such as children, women, and

the differently-abled. Deep-seated

social evils continue to weaken the

fabric of civilization, with inequality

serving as a formidable barrier to

progress and development. Among

the various forms of gender-based

violence, witch-hunting stands out as

one of the most barbaric

manifestations of superstition and

patriarchy. Despite advancements in

science and education, this practice

continues to thrive in several regions

of India, including Assam.

The United Nations defines

violence against women as any act

that causes physical, sexual, or

psychological harm. This includes

domestic abuse, sexual harassment,

dowry-related crimes, female

infanticide, and witch-hunting. The

conflict between scientific reasoning

and superstitious beliefs has endured

for centuries, with witch-hunting being

one of the most perilous outcomes of

irrationality.

The belief in witchcraft is deeply

ingrained in various societies and

cultures, particularly in rural areas

where poverty, ill iteracy, and

inadequate healthcare prevail. In

patriarchal societies, women are often

relegated to subordinate roles,

making them susceptible to

accusations of witchcraft. These

accusations serve as a tool for

oppression, allowing perpetrators to

seize property, punish defiance, or

exact revenge on vulnerable

individuals. Single women, widows,

and elderly women are particularly

targeted, further deepening their

social ostracization.

Assam, known for its diverse

indigenous cultures, has a long history

of superstition and belief in

supernatural forces. The practice of

witch-hunting has been reported

among various ethnic groups,

including Ahoms, Biharis, Muslims,

Rajbongshis, and Tea Garden

communities. Despite legal

interventions, the practice remains

prevalent in districts like Barpeta,

Charaideo, Dhubri, Dibrugarh,

DimaHasao, Hailakandi, Hojai, Majuli,

Morigaon, Karimganj, and South

Salmara and Mankachar.

Accusations of witchcraft are

often fueled by local witch doctors,

known as ‘ojha,’ ‘bez,’ or ‘deodhani.’

These individuals claim to diagnose

and remove spells cast by so-called
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witches, leading to severe

consequences for the accused. The

victims are frequently tortured, exiled,

or murdered. Furthermore, low

literacy rates and inadequate

healthcare services exacerbate the

problem, as communities rely on

traditional healers rather than medical

professionals for treatment.

Witch-hunting remains a

significant human rights issue in India.

According to the National Crime

Records Bureau (NCRB), between

2000 and 2001, 253 cases of witch-

hunting were reported, and between

2008 and 2012, over 768 women were

murdered due to witchcraft

allegations. Assam, in particular, has

seen a steady rise in such cases,

especially among the Rabha, Hajong,

Mishing, Bodo, and Adivasi

communities.

Despite existing legal provisions

under the Indian Penal Code (IPC),

such as Section 302 (murder), Section

320 (grievous hurt), and Section 354

(assault on a woman’s modesty), the

conviction rate remains low, allowing

the practice to continue with impunity.

One of the key organizations

addressing witch-hunting in Assam is

the Assam Mahila Samata Society

(AMSS). Established in 1995 as part

of the National Mahila Samakhya

Programme, AMSS works to

empower women through collective

decision-making and awareness

initiatives.

In Goalpara district, which has

reported 51 cases of witch-hunting

since 1998, AMSS has successfully

rehabilitated numerous victims.

Through village-level sanghas

(women’s groups), the organization

educates communities about the

dangers of superstition and advocates

for women’s rights.

Among the most influential

figures in the fight against witch-

hunting is Birubala Rabha, a fearless

activist from Goalpara. Initially a

believer in witchcraft, her perspective

changed when a traditional healer

falsely predicted her son’s death. This

incident led her to question

superstitions and embark on a

mission to rescue accused women.

Despite facing severe social backlash

and threats to her life, Birubala’s

activism has saved over 30 women.

Her efforts led to the establishment

of ‘Mission Birubala,’ a movement

dedicated to eradicating witch-

hunting. In recognition of her

contributions, she was honoured with

the Padma Shri in 2021.

Recognizing the gravity of the

issue, the Assam government

enacted the Assam Witch Hunting

(Prohibition, Prevention, and

Protection) Act in 2018. This

legislation criminalizes witch-hunting

and mandates stringent punishment

for perpetrators. However, laws alone

are insufficient; community

engagement and education are

crucial in eradicating this menace.

Project Prahari, launched by the

Assam Police in 2001 under the

leadership of former DGP Kuladhar

Saikia, represents a unique approach

to combating witch-hunting. Unlike

traditional law enforcement strategies,

this initiative emphasizes community

involvement and education. By

collaborating with activists like
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Birubala Rabha, the project has

successfully dismantled many cases

of witch-hunting and transformed

social attitudes. Awareness

campaigns, legal interventions, and

community dialogues have played a

pivotal role in reducing incidents of

violence against alleged witches.

Since witch-hunting is deeply

embedded in tribal communities,

addressing it requires a multi-pronged

strategy:

• Education: Schools must

incorporate discussions on

superstitions and social evils to

foster critical thinking among

children.

• Healthcare Access: Improved

medical facilities in rural areas can

reduce dependency on traditional

healers.

• Media Awareness: Print and

electronic media should actively

spread awareness about the

dangers of witch-hunting.

• Women’s Empowerment:

Ensuring women’s access to

education and economic

opportunities will help dismantle

patriarchal structures that

perpetuate violence.

• Community Mobilization:

Grassroots organizations must

continue working with vulnerable

communities to challenge harmful

traditions.

Witch-hunting is not just a

superstition; it is a deeply rooted

form of gender-based violence

that thrives on ignorance, poverty,

and patriarchy. Assam has made

significant strides in addressing

this issue through legal reforms

and grassroots activism, but much

work remains. Only through a

combination of education,

awareness, and strong legal

frameworks can society hope to

eliminate this archaic and brutal

practice. The fight led by activists

like Birubala Rabha and initiatives

like Project Prahari serve as a

beacon of hope, demonstrating

that change is possible with

sustained effort and collective

action.

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Gender biases have been

deeply rooted in our society, though

the gender gap is gradually reducing

in the recent times. However, it is still

yet to be eradicated completely as is

evident from the World Economic

Forum’s Global Gender Gap Index,

2024. As per this Index India is ranked

at 129th position out of 146 countries

in 2024, after slipping two positions

from 127th rank in 2023. Among the

South Asian countries, India comes

at 5 th position after Bangladesh,

Nepal, Sri Lanka and Bhutan, while

Pakistan comes at the last rank within

the region. This index is prepared on

the basis of four key dimensions viz.

Economic Participation and

Opportunity, Educational Attainment,

Health and Survival and Political

Empowerment. According to the

Global Gender Gap Index, 2024 India

has shown best gender parity in terms

of secondary education enrolment

while it is ranked in 65th position

globally in terms of political

empowerment of women. However

when it comes to economic

participation and opportunity, India is

ranked among the countries with

lowest levels of economic parity. In

this backdrop, activities and

opportunities for economic

empowerment of women holds a

special place in the scheme of affairs

of our country and region.

     It is a well accepted fact that

economic empowerment of women

will fasten the process of their social

empowerment. However creation of

jobs is not the only avenue for

economic empowerment of women.

Women may be imparted skills so that

they can turn into job creators by

becoming entrepreneurs instead of

being job seekers. Entrepreneurship

means the activity of setting up a

business enterprise, accepting all the

risks and uncertainties involved, with

the motive of earning profit. When

these activities are performed by

women, it can be termed as women

entrepreneurship. In the present

times, it can be observed that more

numbers of women are engaged in

economic activities or small

businesses in various roles such as

shop keepers, vegetable vendors and

some women are even found to be

plying E-rickshaws in the urban areas.

Aayog, Mahila Samriddhi Yojana

under Ministry of Social Justice and

Empowerment, Stand-up India

Initiative under Small Industries

Development Bank of India (SIDBI)

and Startup India initiative under

Ministry of Commerce and Industry to

name a few. The Government of

Assam has also initiated the

Swanirbhar Naari scheme for

ensuring economic security and

empowerment of the weavers of

Assam. Agencies such as North

Eastern Development Finance

Corporation Limited also provide

loans to women entrepreneurs

besides proving market linkages

through NeDfi Haat. Mahila-e-Haat is

an online marketing platform that

supports women entrepreneurs.

Moreover, a large number of

companies including Public Sector

Undertakings also provide skill

training to women entrepreneurs as

part of their Corporate Social

Responsibility initiatives.

     In the present times, India is

emerging as a hub of startups;

however as of 2023 only 18 % of the

startups have women founders. This

is despite the fact that the country is

home to nearly 69.6 crore women.

With the available resources and

institutional support, more women

may be encouraged to take up

entrepreneurship as a profession. An

empowered woman can further

empower other women by providing

employment in her enterprise besides

acting as a role model.  Empowered

women can be an inspiring force not

only for the womenfolk but for the

males as well. Thus by breaking the

barriers, economic and social

empowerment of women would lead

to inclusive development of our

society in the truest sense and

entrepreneurship can be the potential

road towards this development.

• Cultural Norms and Expectations:

Cultural background can play a

significant role in shaping women’s

economic opportunities. In some

cultures, traditional gender roles may

limit women’s participation in the

workforce or entrepreneurship. For

instance, women in certain

communities may be expected to

prioritize family responsibilities over

career aspirations. leading to fewer

opportunities for professional growth.

• Educational Access: Access to

education is a critical determinant of

economic empowerment. However,

women from marginalized

backgrounds often face barriers to

obtaining quality education. This can

include systemic issues such as

underfunded schools in low-income

neighborhoods or cultural biases that

devalue women’s education. The lack

of educational attainment can have

long-term effects on job prospects and

earning potential.

• Language Barriers: For immigrant

women or those from non-English

speaking backgrounds, language

barriers can significantly hinder

access to employment opportunities

and resources. Limited English

proficiency may restrict their ability to

communicate effectively in job

interviews or navigate workplace

environments, further marginalizing

them economically.
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• Health Disparities: Health issues

can disproportionately affect women’s

ability to participate in the workforce.

Women with chronic illnesses or

disabilities may face discrimination or

lack accommodations in the

workplace. Additionally. reproductive

health issues can impact women’s

career trajectories if they do not have

access to adequate healthcare

services.

Barriers to Economic

Empowerment :

Discrimination remains a pervasive

barrier to women’s economic

empowerment. Research has shown

that women, particularly those from

marginalized backgrounds often face

biases during hiring processes. For

example, studies have indicated that

resumes with traditionally male names

receive more favourable responses

than identical resumes with female

names, highlighting the gender bias

present in hiring practices. Moreover,

even when women are hired, they

may encounter obstacles in

promotions and career advancement.

Stereotypes about women’s

capabilities can lead to fewer

leadership opportunities, resulting in

a lack of representation in decision-

making roles within organizations.

The gender wage gap is a critical

issue that affects women’s economic

stability. According to data from the

U.S. Census Bureau. women earn

approximately 82 cents for every

dollar earned by men on average.

However, this gap widens significantly

for women of color. For instance.

Black women earn about 63 cents and

Latina women earn only 55 cents

compared to white men. These

disparities not only affect current

income but also have compounding

effects on lifetime earnings, retirement

savings, and overall wealth

accumulation. The wage gap is

influenced by various factors,

including occupational segregation,

where women are overrepresented in

lower-paying industries such as care

giving or retail. Additionally, the

undervaluation of work traditionally

performed by women contributes to

persistent wage disparities. Access to

financial resources is crucial for

women entrepreneurs seeking to start

or expand their businesses. However,

research shows that women are less

likely than men to receive venture

capital funding or business loans. This

disparity can be attributed to biases

within financial institutions and a lack

of representation among investors.

For example, a study by Pitch Book

found that only 2.3% of venture capital

funding went to female founders in

recent years. This lack of access to

capital limits women’s ability to invest

in their businesses, hire employees,

or scale operations effectively.

Support systems play a vital role in

women’s economic empowerment.

However, many women lack access

to mentorship programs or

professional networks that can

provide guidance and resources. This

absence of support can hinder their

ability to navigate career challenges

or seek out new opportunities. For

instance, research indicates that

women are less likely than men to

have mentors who can advocate for

them in the workplace or help them
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build essential connections within their

industries. According to the U.S.

Bureau of Labor Statistics, women

spend significantly more time than

men on unpaid care giving activities.

This responsibility can limit their

availability for full-time employment or

career advancement opportunities.

Without supportive workplace policies

such as flexible hours or paid family

leave, many women struggle to

balance work and family

responsibilities. The COVID-19

pandemic exacerbated these

challenges as many women faced

increased care giving demands while

also navigating remote work

environments.

Strategies for Economic

Empowerment:

To effectively promote economic

empowerment for all women, policy

makers must prioritize inclusivity in

their initiatives:

• Targeted Training Programs:

Vocational training programs should

be designed with an understanding of

the unique barriers faced by diverse

groups of women. For example,

programs that focus on STEM

(Science, Technology. Engineering,

and Mathematics) fields can help

bridge skill gaps for women entering

high-demand industries.

• Affordable Childcare Solutions:

Responsibilities-

The Story of Sudha Murthy:

Between Tradition and Breaking

Barriers:-Sudha Murthy, a well-known

philanthropist, writer, and chairperson

of Infosys Foundation, started her

career at a time when women in

engineering were almost unheard of.

When she applied for a job at Tata

Motors, she was outright rejected

because of her gender. But instead

of accepting it as her fate, she wrote

a letter to J.R.D. Tata himself,

questioning why women were not

considered for such jobs. The result?

She became the first woman engineer

to be hired at Tata Motors.

Yet, despite her career success,

she chose to take a step back at one

point to focus on her family and

support her husband, Narayana

Murthy, in building Infosys. She did not

see it as a sacrifice but as a choice—

one that allowed her to balance both

tradition and ambition. This story

resonates with countless Indian

women who are forced to decide

between career and family, often with

little to no support from society.

Workplace Challenges: The

Case of Women in STEM:-In India,

women make up nearly 43% of STEM

graduates, yet their workforce

participation remains significantly

lower. The societal pressure of

marriage and family responsibilities

often forces them to quit jobs at the

peak of their careers. Take the

example of Dr. Tessy Thomas, India’s

"Missile Woman," who played a

crucial role in the development of Agni

missiles. She defied stereotypes in a

male-dominated industry while

managing her responsibilities as a

mother and wife.

Many women like her have had

to fight both societal norms and

professional biases to make a name

for themselves. Unfortunately, not all

stories end in success—many

talented women are forced to give up

their dreams due to family

expectations, lack of support, or

simply the pressure of "log kya

kahenge" (what will people say).

Education: A Tool for
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Transformation:

The Impact of Beti Bachao, Beti

Padhao-Education has been a game-

changer for women in India. Savitribai

Phule, India's first female teacher, had

to endure people throwing mud and

stones at her while she walked to

school, yet she persisted, opening

schools for girls. Today, thanks to

government initiatives like Beti

Bachao, Beti Padhao, there has been

a significant rise in female literacy.

Yet, challenges remain. Many

young girls, especially in rural areas,

are still denied education due to early

marriages or conservative family

beliefs. In some cases, even if a girl

is educated, she is still expected to

become a homemaker, with her

qualifications treated as nothing more

than an asset for marriage

negotiations.

A real-life example is that of

Malvika Iyer, who lost both her hands

in an accident but went on to pursue

higher education, becoming a

motivational speaker and disability

rights activist. Her journey shows how

education can break barriers and

redefine possibilities, proving that

tradition should not limit progress.

The Everlasting Debate on

Women’s Clothing:

The Hijab Controversy in India-

Women’s clothing has always been a

point of debate between tradition and

modernity. The recent Karnataka hijab

controversy brought this issue to the

forefront, where college-going Muslim

girls were barred from attending

classes for wearing a hijab. The

debate wasn’t just about religious

identity but also about whether a

woman should have the right to

choose what she wears.

Even today, many women are

forced into arranged marriages at a

young age, cutting short their dreams

of becoming doctors, engineers, or

entrepreneurs. The expectation that

a woman must be "settled" through

marriage rather than through her

achievements remains a deep-rooted
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issue in many communities.

Certain traditions,

like respecting elders, valuing family,

and preserving cultural heritage, are

essential and beautiful. However,

customs that restrict women’s rights,

force them into roles they do not

choose, or prevent them from

achieving their full potential need to

be questioned.

Women should not have

to choose one over the other but

should be supported in managing

both. Education must be non-

negotiable. No girl should be denied

learning because of outdated gender

roles. Freedom of choice in clothing,

marriage, and career. A woman

should decide for herself how she

wants to live.

The journey towards balancing

tradition and modernity is complex

and ongoing. Women today are

paving their own paths—some by

embracing tradition, others by

redefining it. The key is choice—

allowing women to decide who they

want to be without societal pressures

dictating their worth.

The India of today is not the

India of 50 years ago, and the India

of tomorrow will not be the India of

today. Women are at the forefront of

this cultural evolution, proving that

they can be “daughters, wives,

mothers, scientists, leaders, and

changemakers—“all at the same time.

The real question is: Will society

support them, or will it continue to hold

them back?

The future lies in

harmonizing both aspects, allowing

women to lead, innovate, and

contribute without being bound by

outdated norms.
